Special Education
Learning Support

LearningSQupport is coordinated by our learrinsupport staff. The Learningiport teachers, in
collaboration with the classroom teacher and the principal will decide the best way to support a
student with learning difficulties.

Withdrawal from class may occur for one on one learning; howevetlas differentiation can
sometimes prove more effective depending on the nature of the difficulty. A combination of both
approaches may besed to support a student witlehrning difficulties.

English as a Second Language

Narromine Christian School does mobvide classes for students who requadditional tuition in
English peaking. Students from Nenglish Speaking backgrounds should seek the services of a
private tutor.

Sport

Students have the opportunity to participate in a
variety of sportcompetitions at our school and with
other schools.

Positive Reinforcement

Each classroom has theiwn system for providing positive reinforcement for desirable classroom
behaviour. A range of positive rewards celebrate student learning, responsible behaviour and
citizenship including weekly assembly certificates, whole sclewehnds, achievement charts, merit
stickers, verbal comments and leadership opportunities.




Behavioural Consequences
When a student misbehaves these procedures are followed:

1. A friendly warning is given with positive supportive comments to encourageediate
change in attitude and behaviour. When tleatcurs the incident is immediately over.

2. f the undesired behaviour continugthe student is warned firmly and may be moved in
class or kept in at the next break for a chat and to encourage tiyosihange. If the
incident occurs in the playground the student may be sat on the bench for a period of time
until the issues are positively  resolved. The student may also phone a parent for support
and assistance. At all times the student &ated kindly and with respect and enabled to
recover their sense of perspective with careful positive guidance.

3. Where the student persists with their negative attitude and behaviour, they may be given a
range of consequences that include but are rigtited to: a warning, picking up rubbish,
missing out on playwriting linesand missing out on something good

Addressing Staff

As a form of respect, it is expected that students will
address each staff member by his/her title and surname.
Eg. Mrs Robéson, Mrs Maineyetc this is to be
extended to all staff members at the school, including
teachers, administrative staff, librarians, bus drivers and
volunteers (parent or others). Please refer to school
